In order to bring
this dream into reality, 1965 The National Dairy
Development Board (NDDB) was established at Anand and
by 1969-70 NDDB came out with the dairy development
programme for India popularly known as “Operation Flood”
or “White Revolution”. The Operation Flood programme,
even today, stands to be the largest dairy development
programme ever drawn in the world. This saw Amul as
model and this model is often referred in the history of White
Revolution as “Anand Pattern”.
